Parties have the right to provide information that is not a
commercial secret, unless otherwise provided by the
relevant agreements.
Parties have the right to provide information to achieve
their commercial gain which is not a commercial secret,
unless otherwise provided by the relevant agreements.
Parties in their activities should show goodwill ,P which
should achieve the objectives of the Memorandum.
Parties in case of dispute shall consult or negotiate to
reach their settlement.
This Memorandum is set in Russian and English, one
copy for each of its signatories.

Memorandum is for an indefinite period and shall enter
into force upon signature.
